Authors may replace the abstracts with longer ones 

(up to 10 pages)   for the camera-ready version.

Paper selection will be done by workshop organizers. 

Accepted extended abstracts will be collected in a 

proceedings volume that will be distributed at the 

workshop and we expect that preliminary work will 

later be published in a more complete form at another 

conference or journal. 

We plan to publish a RIMS Kokyuoku Bessatsu 

(special issue of RIMS lecture note series) collecting 

selected papers of the workshop.
